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PREFACE

This bibliography is divided into two sections : one for Arabic references
and the other for references in other languages. It includes 91 references
in Arabic and 1001 references in foreign languages, which were collected
from books, articles and dissertations related to prehistoric archaéology
or other fields such as geology, physical anthropology, paleobotany and
paleozoology.

International technical classification for preparing bibliographical
information was used to include the relevant informations, as follows :

1- This index was organized alphabetically according to the author' s
family name, the first letter of the author' s first name if in English and
full first name if the reference is in Arabic.

2- Year of publication.

3- Title of the research article or book in brackets.

4- Journal's title, volume, number, number of pages and place of
publication.

Every author's work was listed according to the date of publication
from the earliest to the latest publications. In cases where the author had
more than one publication of the same year, a letter, alphabetized, was
placed next to the year of publication. Every reference was then given a
number according to its location in the bibliography to make it easier to
the researcher to find. This was done in the following order :

1- Authors’ index.
2- Subject index.
3- Chronological index.
